
 Dallan and I were on 
our way to Grand Haven, 
Michigan last Friday night 
when my cell phone began to 
ring.  My mom was on the 
other end and spoke only two 
words through her tears, 
“she’s gone.”  There was no 
need for more.  I knew that 
my grandma of 90 years had 
taken her last breath. 
 After a year of up 
and down health, Grandma 
suffered from a massive 
stroke six weeks ago.  The 
stroke caused her to de-
cline in health quickly be-
coming total care.  At the 
end, eating became impossi-
ble and finally it was time for 
her to go home. 
 I have many memo-
ries of this grandma.  She is 
my dad’s mom and lived in 
Ohio for her entire life except 
for the last 6 months when 
she moved to Pennsylvania to 
be cared for by my aunt.  
 These grandparents 
were affectionately known as 
“Ohio Grandpa/Grandma” to 
differentiate them from my 
“Indiana Grandparents” since 
they both shared the last name 
Miller. 
 Grandma was a con-
servative lady who always 
dressed in plain-colored 
dresses and a covering.  Her 

faith was as simple yet pro-
found as her attire. 
 Many summers I, 
along with my two big 
brothers, would stay with 
Grandma and Grandpa for 
a week at a time.  I remem-
ber roasting hot dogs over 
the fire in the backyard, 
riding bike on their cement 

slab, running down the 
sloped cement into the 
basement, and more. 
 Grandma was a 
artist when is came to 
quilts.  Her handiwork 
came to life with it’s beau-
tiful colored fabrics and 
tiny even stitches.  On our 
wedding day, Dallan and I 
received one of her quilts 
made solely with her own 
two hands and a whole lot 
of love. 
 Something I will 
never forget about my 
grandma is the way she 
said goodbye at the end of 
a visit.  It was always a hug 
and a simple phrase, “see 
you again soon…Lord will-
ing.” 

 So it was with heavy 
hearts that 7 children, their 
spouses, 25 grandchildren, 
and 26 great-grandchildren 
said good-bye to our loving 
and faithful grandma this 
week. 
 While attending the 
viewing for four hours on 

Monday, many of the 
small great grandchildren 
bounced around the 
church aware of the event 
yet full of life and play.  It 
was one of these children 
that helped put our two 
days of mourning together 
into perspective. 

 Three of them (5- 
years and younger) were up 
by the casket when we dis-
covered they were deep in 
conversation about great-
grandma.  A phrase from a 
small mouth jumped out as 
we inched closer to hear… 
“she’s in heaven now laugh-
ing and dancing.” 
 That will forever be 
an image etched in my 
mind...my grandma (covering 
and all!) dancing in the pres-
ence of God, fully free of 
pain and as a result fully able 
to worship at the throne of 
God. 
 Dance, Grandma, 
Dance!  And we will meet 
again soon…Lord willing...
